Following your letter of 14 April 2016, in which you request information on the status of
the NGO ECNAIS with respect to the institutions of the European Union, please find
hereafter the data whizh we have been able to collect.

ECNALIS is indeed registered since 16 January 2015 in the Transparency Register
common to the European Parliament and the Commission, under number 153452315640-
05. By registering, organisations commit themselves, among other things, not to claim
any formal relationship with the European Union or any of its institutions in their
dealings with third parties, or misrepresent the effect of registration in such a way as to
mislead third parties or officials or other staff of the European Union.

ECNAIS is not a recognised European social partner organisation (representing
employers) and would probably not qualify as such glven its mission, objects and aims as
found on its website. ;

ECNAIS is not lis_téd as a member or representative in any expert group and is not
mentioned by its full name or abbreviation in any text or document in Register of Expert
Groups. Therefore, ECNAIS is not and has not been a member of ‘an expert group.
However, it did apply for membersmp of the Working Group "Schools" through a call for
application for the selection of members of Education and Training 2020 Working
Groups in December 2015, but was not eventually selected.
